Description
Eastern White Pine: A majestic evergreen beauty when planted as a single specimen tree, this very hardy pine grows stately and gracefully tall.  Needles are soft and bluish-green in color.  
Colorado Blue Spruce: Grows to 100', stiff, silvery-blue to green needles 1" long, space 6' apart, ordinary soil, average moisture.  
Norway Spruce: Has sharp, shiny, dark green needles.  An extremely hardy tree that is successful under most soil conditions. Makes a charming Christmas tree or a protective windbreak.
Fraser Fir: A medium-sized pyramidal growing fir of great beauty.  Good for ornamentals and Christmas trees.  Prefers cool soils and a north exposure.
Canadian Hemlock: A graceful pyramidal with foliage of spray-like appearance.  A very hardy, easily transplanted conifer, grows well in a variety of soils.  Prefers part shade but will do well in full shade or sun.
White Flowering Dogwood: In early spring it is covered with white-petaled flowers, in early fall with red berries and beautiful crimson leaves.  
Sargent Crabapple: A dwarf crabapple with clean white flowers and yellow green fruit.  Grows only to 10-12' and will tolerate moist soils.
American Elderberry: Large, spreading, multi-stemmed shrub with large, flat-topped white flowers in June-July followed by purple-black berries.
American Redbud: A small flat-topped tree producing pink blooms in early Spring. Foliage is large and heart-shaped, changing to yellow in the fall.  Does well in a protected location.
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
