· PLIGIT P-Card – District Manager Dave Rupert discussed the Purchasing Card Program through PLIGIT and the enrollment process and program details. The card is tied to the organization not to one individual, spending limits are set by a Program Administrator and individuals are given cards with spending limits. · ACT/NM Farmland Preservation Mid-Year Funding Evaluation – Andrew Kimmel moved, seconded by Jerry Longwell to accept the Agricultural Conservation Technician Mid-Year Program Cost Evaluation FY 2009 – 2010 form as presented and to submit it to the State Conservation Commission.  NM Tech Jessica Schaub's position is cost-shared through 4 funding sources (ACT, NM, Farmland Preservation and funding from the County Commissioners).  Motion carried.
