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JANUARY 2011 MINUTES

Vice Chairman Andrew Kimmel called the meeting to order at 7:45 pm.  Directors present: Dennis Hawley, Jerry Longwell, Commissioner Patricia Kirkpatrick and DeJay Claypoole; Associate Director, Michelle Hickman; District Manager, Dave Rupert, E&S Tech I Christine Cramer, Office Manager Cindy Smith, NRCS Laurel Hoffman, OSM/VIST Evan Goldstrom and Jason Combs Audubon Society.

Public Comment on Agenda Items - None

Dennis Hawley moved, seconded by DeJay Claypoole to approve the minutes of December 15, 2010 as presented. Motion carried.

The Treasurer reported a balance of $133,736.99.  Commissioner Kirkpatrick moved, seconded by DeJay Claypoole to approve the Treasurer’s Report subject to audit.   Motion carried.  No Outstanding Bills or Needed Supplies.

2012 Canon Envirothon – Dennis Hawley moved, seconded by DeJay Claypoole to continue the 5-year donation pledge (Installment 4 of 5-year pledge of $150) to the 2012 Canon Envirothon.  Motion carried.
2011 Legislative Breakfast – Jerry Longwell moved, seconded by DeJay Calypoole to host a Legislative Breakfast, Friday, March 25th from 8 am to 10 am at King's Family Restaurant in West Kittanning.  Motion carried.  

Growing Greener South Branch of Plum Creek - Jerry Longwell moved, seconded by Dennis Hawley to accept the Environmental Stewardship and Watershed Protection (Growing Greener) Grant ($24,950).  Motion carried.  The grant award budget needs to be reworked to reflect the decrease in the grant funding. The original grant application amount was $25,400.
